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Joe Theismann’s Restaurants Cover Listing

It is not unusual for a sports star to own a restaurant or other commercial establishment (or lend his/
her name one). Often, such a business is a lone venture; occasionally, it expands to a second location,
only rarely to more. Frequently, the star is only a minimal part of the venture, and just as frequently the
matchcovers available from the lifetime of each endeavor are only one or two each, only rarely more.

Joe Theismann was a two-time Pro Bowl quarterback who played 15 years of professional football.
As he became a successful quarterback and personality, Theismann joined a corsortium of investors to
open a restaurant that would bear his name. Success led to expansion. Over the years, there have been
several different sites, at one time as many as four in existence. Theismann, himself, is President and
CEO of the company that manages the restaurants—currently at three different locations, two in
Northern Virginia and one in Maryland. The ownership has printed new matches often, reflecting
changes in the sites and number of restaurants.
