How about donut shops? How about Taco Bell? How about Pizza parlors...Ohhbh, if the latter qualify, I
take back what I said about there not being hundreds and hundreds of covers available here. There are /ots
of pizza parlor covers available. Billijo Piper, SC, reported having over 1,500 several years ago. And, how
about Drive-In restaurants? Jack Barnes, NH, had 87 different McDonald’s covers back in 1998.
