for example, but Ohio’s for Safety was unique.

These covers were issued ¢.1920s-c. 1930s, although that may be somewhat
misleading. They can’t have been issued for very long, since there aren’t many
known. I maintain the listing on these. There are 85 different covers currently
listed.
