Ltd., in Kolkata. These are nice quality boxes, measuring 4 1/2” x 2 1/4”, and have a good finish to 

them (not rough or Jute-like, as is seen in many foreign boxes). Each box features a different silver 

coin pictured against a purple satin background. The opposite panel gives a little history of that 

particular coin.
